Re: Reminder of School Uniform Standards 

I hope this letter finds you well. As we approach the Easter break, I would like to take this opportunity to remind all 
parents, carers, and students of the importance of maintaining our school uniform standards. 

Recently, we have noticed a disappointing decline in adherence to our uniform policy, with some students failing to 
comply with our expectations. Additionally, we have received an increasing number of concerns from parents regarding 
the length of skirts worn by some students. As an Academy, we take great pride in our uniform policy, which promotes 
a sense of equality, high aspirations, and readiness for learning. 

To clarify, our uniform requirements include: 

● Atlantic logoed blazer 
● Black trousers (tailored)  or Black skirt (pleated or straight and must be within 5 cm of the knee) 
● An Atlantic House tie 
● Black polishable shoes (no trainers unless medical note is provided) 
● A single pair of earrings (studs) 

We ask for your support in ensuring that your child has the correct uniform. The Easter break provides an excellent 
opportunity to review and update any items. After Easter, we will be continuing to enforce our uniform policy and any 
students not following this will be removed from circulation: 

● Any jewellery that does not comply with the uniform policy will be removed and returned at the end of 
the school day. 

● If a student’s skirt does not meet the required length, they will be issued with a school issued skirt or 
trousers to wear. 

We believe that a collaborative approach between staff, parents, and students will ensure that our school standards 
remain high. We appreciate your cooperation in reinforcing these expectations at home and supporting the Academy in 
maintaining a consistent and professional appearance for all students.
