Roman baths Trip - Friday 10th October 2025 
 
On Friday 10th October we have the opportunity to take Year 7 to visit the Roman Baths in Bath. 
 
This is linked to our current History unit of Ancient Civilisations. The visit will bring their studies to life and  allow them 
to explore the ancient site of Aquae Sulis, learning about its importance in daily life in Roman Britain. This experience 
will support their historical enquiry work in the classroom,  providing them with an opportunity to examine a range of 
archeological finds and give them a well-preserved glimpse into ancient Roman life and engineering. During our visit 
we will be answering the question: 
"What does Aquae Sulis reveal about life in Roman Britain?" 
 
The cost of this trip is £29.50, which covers travel and entrance to the Baths.  Payment is now available on 
ParentMail.  Please complete the consent form here, the deadline for payment is 12pm Tuesday 7th October. 
 
Students should arrive at Atlantic Academy at 6.45am ready for a 7am departure.  Students should bring a packed 
lunch and need to wear full Academy uniform and bring a coat.  We will be returning at approximately 3pm.
