Over this academic year, we have seen an increase in discriminatory behaviour amongst our students 
against protected characteristics; such as racism, misogyny, sexism, homophobia and ableism.  
 
Following our assembly program this week, from Tuesday 5th May we will be coming together as an 
Atlantic community; with an aim to stop this discriminatory behaviour within our school.  
 
Students witnessed using or behaving in a discriminatory way will be issued a lunchtime detention. 
Alleged incidents will be investigated by the behaviour and pastoral team. Further, more serious sanctions 
may be given and incidents will be reviewed regularly. Parents will be notified using Arbor of the 
discriminatory behaviour and the lunchtime detention.  
 
There is a new Discriminatory Behaviour Contact Form, on our school website which you can use to 
report any incidents. These will be investigated by your child’s Deputy Head of House, alongside the 
behaviour team and we will communicate the outcome of the investigation with you.  
 
We hope you will all work with us to ensure that our school community shows respect for each other and 
tackles discriminatory behaviour together.
